Each fall semester, the National Fellowship of Black College Leaders will award a
$1,000 scholarship to an outstanding and deserving student who enrolls or is currently
enrolled at an accredited Historically Black College or University. The award will be
based on scholastic achievement, financial need, leadership ability, school and
community activities, essay and recommendation.

TO APPLY:

1. Complete the attached Application form. If necessary, additional sheets may be attached to
completely answer the questions. Please type or print only.

2. Write and attach to your application a typewritten Essay, in 400-500 words, that answers the
following questions: “What significant role do you feel Historically Black Colleges and Universities
play in today’s society and how do you plan to contribute to the legacy of HBCUs after
graduation?”

3. Provide one Recommendation on the form attached. The recommendation must be from a
member of your educational institution (i.e.: principal, professor, advisor, counselor) or an adult
who is acquainted with you outside of school (i.e.: through your community activities, religious
activities, employment). You must not be related to the recommender. The Recommendation
Form must be enclosed in a separate envelop by the recommender and received with your
Application.

4. Include a copy of your Transcript of Courses and Grades with your Application.

5. Your completed Application, Transcript, Recommendation Form, and Essay, must be postmarked
no later than May 31, 2006. The Scholarship Committee will evaluate all applications and the
scholarship winner will be announced in August, 2006. A check in the amount of $1,000 will be
made payable to the scholarship recipient in August, 2006.
